Structures like Odori Castle were built during the time from the Kamakura period
(1185-1333) to the Warring States period (1467-1568). In modern times, it was ruled over
as imperial lands and as the domain of a shogunal retainer. Roads such as the
Kawagoe/Kumagaya road and the Nikko road passed through, and a post town was
created with a relay station that used horses. A market then developed, and distribution
of goods began to thrive. The Matsuyama jinya (administrative headquarters) that
controlled the domain at the end of the shogunate was abolished with the rest of the han
system in 1871. Bushu Matsuyama Station (now Higashimatsuyama Station) was opened
here on the Tobu Tojo Line in 1923, and the transportation network advanced.

In 1954, present day Higashimatsuyama City was established. The Higashimatsuyama IC
opened on the Kan-Etsu Expressway in 1975, and Higashimatsuyama developed into a
central city in the Hiki area. With the development of roads such as the Kan-Etsu
Expressway and the Ken-O Expressway, companies began establishing businesses here,
with a focus on distribution facilities.
