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Environmental Preservation Geared by Vigorous Activity

The Higashimatsuyama's Environmental Citizens Group was
formed to promote environmental awareness among the general
public. This "grass-root" level group has a core membership of
around 50 persons. After walking around the city to observe the
problems, the group operates a number of issue-specific action
committees such as "Water Front Committee," "Waste and Life
Committee," "Living Things Committee," and "Agriculture
Committee."
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With an official goal of becoming an ‘eco-friendly’ city, Higashimatsuyama, much
emphasis is necessarily being placed on ensuring appropriate degrees of co-
operation and co-ordination between citizens, commercial enterprises and local
government. The citizens are encouraged to make efforts to reduce garbage and
to promote recycling to raise awareness of environmental issues.

This city with much greenery is not exempted from
the environmental conservation issues arising from
development which has caused the decreasing
green resources. Based on the declaration of
being an environmental-friendly city, culturing
fireflies and hands-on education in nature are
under progress. The reduction of greenhouse
effect gas, separate garbage collection, promotion
of recycling, utilization of resources, development
and conservation of greenery and parks are
included in the program.

The Environment Fair takes place annually in the
City Cultural Center under the cooperation of the
citizen groups and entities.
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
