Higashimatsuyama Station East-Exit Revitalization Committee was
established in 1997 as an entity to provide public feedback with an
assistance vis-a-vis planning and realization of the aforementioned
modernization scheme. Eager to ensure a functional and vibrant
new East Exit area, about 30 committee members have conducted
planning-related research and inspection tours, most notably to
new stations of Tsukuba Express Line in Ibaraki Prefecture.
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Being aware that a well-designed, easy-to-use urban environment with nicely
maintained infrastructure is a prerequisite for the aspiring 21st century city.
Higashimatsuyama’s local government acknowledges that the city’s present day
water management and sewage systems fall short of emerging requirements
and expectations. Therefore it needs to be upgraded in the short to medium
term to ensure greater efficiency and a better , cleaner and greener environment.
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Reorganization

Hitherto poorly utilized land surrounding
Higashimatsuyama Station is currently being re-
developed. Additionally, a large new town with a
planned population of 13,100 persons is to be
developed in the East of Takasaka Station.

The city's current main road arteries comprise
routes 254 and 407, the Fukaya-Higashimatsuyama
line and the Kan-etsu Expressway. With expected
major increases in traffic volume, however, the
road network needs frequent reviewing to
reorganize and expand the arterial roads.
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
