In October 2011, a Sankakubuchishinjukyo (triangular-rimmed divine beast mirror) was discovered
in Higashimatsuyama City, the first of its kind found in Saitama. It is expected to provide important
historical material to the region, which demonstrates the Higashimatsuyama City region’s
relationships with the Yamato regime.

People have lived in this area since the Stone Age. The City, which has developed in harmony
with nature, used to be a transportation hub and prospered as a post town during the Edo period.
