The City conducts environmental conservation activities through over 20
citizen participation projects, including the development of land of fireflies and
environmental learning. In May 2012, the City was designated as a model city
for the Saitama Eco-town Project. Since then, the City has been implementing
programs to increase the electricity self-sufficiency rate in model districts,
including the installation of solar panels on public facilities.
Higashimatsuyama City ranks third in Saitama in terms of park area per
citizen, and the greenery area, including woodland and parks, accounts for
56% of the total area of the City. In an effort to pass this environment on to
future generations, the City promotes the preservation and use of a green belt
along the Toki River and the creation of green areas around the City.
