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Development of Comfortable Community

The City has a good transportation network comprising Kan-Etsu Expressway,
Routes 254 and 407, and the Tobu Tojo Line, which provides good access to
places within and outside the prefecture. In order to develop quality housing land
by leveraging the network, the City promotes the formation of a highly convenient
urban zone by conducting a land readjustment project near the east exit of
Takasaka Station. For road development, the City promotes the systematic
improvement of city planning roads, including an access road to
Higashimatsuyama Station, and community roads.

For the treatment of domestic sewage, the City promotes the improvement of
public sewerage system, the installation of combined treatment tanks, and the
development of rainwater drainage systems in a systematic manner.
